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Overview
Public Areas
The Pacific Dawn is the first of the Super Liners to be introduced into the P&O Australian fleet. Its public areas are 
more spacious and easier to move about in a wheelchair than its more crowded predecessor the Pacific Sun. A 
major difference is that the Sun Deck is now enclosed and unlike the Pacific Sun is serviced by the main elevators 
making it now accessible.

Cabins
Four a ship of this size, however, there are only 11 accessible cabins available.
Cabins start on the Emerald Deck with the suites, mini suites and some inside cabins. There are four accessible 
inside cabins A122, A124, A125, A129 and two mini suites A138, A139. The four inside cabins are clustered together 
which would suit a small group. The remaining five cabins are on Dolphin Deck. These are outside cabins with 
restricted views from the lifeboats. These are D101, D103, D104 and 106. On the same deck and in the same cluster 
is one inside cabin D109. These five cabins are all clustered together adjacent to the main elevators and are ideal 
for a group travelling together.
When the Pacific Dawn was introduced it was heralded for its balcony cabin decks, there are, however, no 
wheelchair accessible balcony cabins available other than the two mini suites on the Emerald Deck.
